Good afternoon everyone,

Ah the rain!!!

Thanks John for your summary of the traffic survey results. I’ve had a scan of the results myself and found them interesting but probably confirm much of what we believe is the situation with the traffic.

Barbridge is site 3 , site 2 is the approach to Calveley and site 1 is in central Alpraham. While in some respects we are only interested in site 3 some of the other data could give us some clues about traffic flow etc.

So Barbridge. You might have seen the rubber strips across the road near the bus stops on the Nantwich side of the village. We had requested they be sited much closer to the restrictions signs by Verona. From observations if vehicles are going to slow down they often do so only when they see they are approaching the village and junctions and this might well have had an impact on the results.

Speed northbound

7 day average speed 39 mph but 32.9% of vehicles were travelling over the speed limit and 9%were at the limit where police would prosecute ie 46mph.

Speed southbound

7 day average speed 46 mph with 87.8% travelling over the speed limit 42.4% were at the limit were police would prosecute, ie 46mph.

Averaged out for north and southbound, the 7 day average shows average speed of 42.5 with 65% travelling over the limit, while 25% could be liable to prosecution

Clearly the southbound speeding is a considerable issue but still 1/3 of northbound were over the speed limit even as they approached the village well past the restriction signs.

Traffic volume

Northbound weekday average 6547, 7 day average 6161, weeks total = 43,127

Southbound weekday average 6447, 7 day average 6232,weeks total = 43,627

Combined weekday average 12,994, 7 day average 12,393 weeks total= 86754

Looking at traffic spread across the day week etc some familiar patterns arise.

Northbound there is a surge around 05.30am then about 07.00am. Shift patterns at Boughey for example might explain some of this. The flow remains fairly constant all day until dropping off after 19.00pm.

Northbound traffic peaks on Friday afternoons in addition to the early day peaks and again on Saturday morning.

Southbound builds up Friday pm and again peaks late Sunday afternoon( on return from the seaside!)

If we compare our results with the other two sites some inferences might be drawn.

Looking at our northbound daily average of 6547 vehicles by the time that traffic reaches Calveley the figure is 5810 ie 737 less in about a mile!!

Weekly total northbound is 43127, at Calvaley it’s 38658 Ie 4469 less in a mile?

Southbound is equally interesting with the daily average picking up 711 extra vehicles between Calveley and Barbridge thats per day!!!

John hits the nail on the head when he points to the industrial complex of Boughey, Rawlinson and NIck Brookes. The situation will worsen as the Wardle Airfield site builds and there is more land for sale near Rawlison being marketed as ideal for warehouse and distribution.

A meeting with our CE councillor would be a good idea. I will try and pick up on views from contacts in A51 group before any meeting.
